Budget Needs in 2008 

    Next Sunday, January 13, I will address the church 
family on vision and growth plans for the coming year.  
We will share with the church on that day the 2008 
budget summary.  (As usual, a detailed budget will be 
available to anyone who wants to see the details.)  We 
have some needs that involve our building that I 
wanted to share with you.  We will pay for these items 
as we get the needed money. 
    In 2008, we will need: 

• $3,000 for a new air conditioner that went 
out at the end of last summer.  

• $3,000 to remodel the nursery areas to 
include a nursery for children - 24 to 36 
months old. 

• $6,000 for architectural drawings to begin 
work on the 2nd floor of the Nichols 
Ministry building. 

    As we enter 2008, if you are blessed with any extra 
income that you are willing to share with the church 
family, please see Lynn or Dave to help out with these 
important needs.  It is hard to raise money for “building 
needs” when there are so many issues that more 
directly affect people.  But, it will get hot without an air 
conditioner.  We want to add a nursery to make more 
room in the worship assembly for visitors and to help 
with noise control.
