As many of you heard last week, we announced 
that Jeff Medders is beginning a transition to 
become the Gateway Church Senior Minister in 
the coming months.  We recently sent out a letter 
to the church family that spells out in detail how 
the transition will take place.  In short, the 
transition will begin immediately with Jeff and his 
family attending Gateway Church on Sundays so 
that Jeff can begin preaching for Gateway most of 
the time.  This will also help him with visitor follow 
up.
