We are including in this week’s bulletin a copy of the job 
description for the new associate minister position.  Since 
Jeff Medders is transitioning to become Gateway Church’s 
Minister, we will begin looking for someone to fill the 
opening at LR Church.  Jeff will continue working for LR 
Church two days a week until July 1, 2008.  Please pray for 
God’s provision for this ministry position!

As we enter into a new season with Jeff transitioning to 
become the Senior Minister at Gateway, Gateway 
beginning 2009 under its own leadership and support, 
and with  Little Rock Church in the process of hiring a 
new Associate Minister, several have  asked about our 
budget and giving to support our ministries. 
 
At present, the budget (which includes the salary for 
an Associate Minister) is $10,200. Our average weekly 
giving is $10,000 so far this year, and includes giving 
from Gateway which averages $1671 per week.  When 
the founding group of Little Rock Church members left 
to form Gateway Church, the plan was to include their 
regular giving as part of the LRC contribution through 
2008.   
 
Beginning in 2009, our weekly contribution needs to 
average at least $10,200 weekly.   The weekly 
average giving for Little Rock Church alone has been 
$8330 in per week so far in 2008.  We need to 
increase our giving by $1870 per week to meet our 
anticipated 2009 budget. 
 

Please prayerfully consider your giving at this time and 
particularly into 2009 and ask God to show you ways 
to help support the ministries of Little Rock Church as 
we work to preach Jesus and serve others in our 
community.
