It just creates a
stench, making it more difficult to nurture
relationships with those who want to meet Christ
and who happen to support (Clinton,
Obama, McCain).. Such talk easily slides into
denigrating those on the other side of the political
spectrum—who may just be on the other side of
the aisle on Sunday mornings.

None of this precludes vigorous and pointed
disagreement in the public square. Neither John
the Baptist nor Jesus nor Paul was always meek
and mild when they challenged the principalities
and powers. But when vigorous political discourse
turns into bashing of public figures, it perpetuates
a great lie: that they are merely the ideologies and
symbols attached to them. When a candidate’s
ideology is mistaken for his or her personhood, it
masks a crucial truth: that each person, no matter
their political views, bears God’'s image and
matters deeply to him.
